Over the past few months there’s been a lot of talk about the 
vigil we must keep regarding our safety and security.  We have 
been advised to lock our doors, be observant, watch out for 
each other.  Now we are being asked to slow down.   

You may have noticed a mileage checker flashing your 
downhill speed on lower Coastline. Unlike an Olympic 
Champion winning the gold, however, this is going to result in 
the speeder’s earning of a speeding ticket courtesy of radar 
detection.  Although the speed detector has been temporarily 
removed it will be back a few more times, to remind us that 
enforcement begins this summer.   

While responding to the numerous crimes committed in 
Sunset Mesa, the Sheriff’s Department noticed a lot of 
downhill speed on Coastline and Castlerock.  A traffic study 
was conducted by the county and the results show we just 
drive too fast.   The radar enforcement will begin on lower 
Coastline initially, but plans may extend to Castlerock, 
Surfwood and Wakecrest. 

Due to the community network of homeowners calling in 
numerous complaints, observations and requests, the CHP 
and Sheriff’s Department increased patrols and enforcement 
of parking violations in and around our community.    

Much of the parking enforcement was on PCH, where the RV 
and car caravan encampment was temporarily disrupted.  RVs 
were marked, ticketed and moved.  The removal of this 
encampment was observed but not long lived.  While most of 
the removal was believed to be enforced by CHP, the RV 
migration from PCH, where they have encamped for more 
than a year, coincided with the CA Coastal Commission’s site 
visit to the area, prior to hearing our appeal.    Whether or not 
this was coincidental, the RV’s have returned.    Why does this 
matter?  

 

 

 
 

Many homeowners have voiced their concern about the 
encampment’s criminal activity, much that has been 
previously reported and believed to have spilled into our 
neighborhood.  The larger and very legitimate concern is the 
illegal distribution of gas to fuel their generators, and open 
fires against the highly flammable hillside to light BBQ’s or 
campfires.   This section of PCH is part of the Santa Monica 
Mountains Conservancy and is afforded protective 
restrictions.  Live and let live could result in dire but 
unintended consequences as we saw off the 405 a few 
months ago.  The Commission stated their position was 
based on providing beach access to the public.  This is 
shortsighted however, given the RV’s lengthy stay.  Instead 
of providing beach access to the beach going general public, 
beach parking is now accessible to only the long term 
encamped RV’s.  Given these facts, 2-5am does not seem 
unreasonable. 

The beach side of PCH between Topanga and Coastline 
restricts parking between 10pm and 5am.  Why shouldn’t 
this restriction apply to the opposite side of the street as 
well?  As we plan our response we will seek your support 
and letters.  Some coastal communities have creatively 
resolved the encampments for their safety as well as the 
surrounding area’s safety.  Let’s hear your ideas! Please talk 
to your Board members.

COMING BY SUMMER 2018:     
Radar Speed Enforcement on Coastline Drive Notice  
 
In response to concerns raised by CHP regarding traffic 
speeds on Coastline Drive, the Office of Supervisor Sheila 
Kuehl requested the Los Angeles County Department of 
Public Works to conduct a traffic study and propose 
measures to encourage speed reduction on Coastline 
Drive.  Based on the traffic study, and in coordination with 
the California Highway Patrol, radar speed enforcement is 
proposed to begin on Coastline Drive. 
 
In accordance with the California Vehicle Code, the speed 
limit at which radar equipment can legally be used for 
speed enforcement must be based on the actual measured 
prevailing speed of traffic.  Based on recent speed checks 
taken by Public Works, a 30-MPH speed limit was found to 
be the appropriate radar enforceable speed limit for 
Coastline Drive.  With the ability for the California Highway 
Patrol to utilize radar equipment to enforce speeds, it is 
anticipated that motorists will be encouraged to reduce 
their speeds while driving on Coastline Drive. 
 
The new 30-MPH speed limit is anticipated to be 
implemented in the Summer of 2018, after official 
documents have been fully executed, and upon approval 
by the County of Los Angeles Board of Supervisors.  If you 
have any questions regarding the traffic study, please 
contact Mr. John Ickis of Public Works’ Traffic and Lighting 
Division at jickis@dpw.lacounty.gov or (626) 300-4862, 
Monday through Thursday, between 7 a.m. and 5 p.m.
